M. AllanVigil, long-timetrustee of the Clayton College & State University Foundation, and
one of the Southern Crescent’s prominent businessmen and civic leaders, has been ap-
pointed to the Board of Regents of the University System of Georgia by Georgia Governor
Sonny Perdue.

The president and owner of Allan Vigil Ford in Morrow and Fayetteville, Ga, Vigil was
sworn in by Perdue to represent the 13th Congressional District at an Aug. 6 ceremony at
the State Capitol. A resident of Henry County, Vigil, 59, will serve a seven-year term asa
Regent.

“Mr. Vigil is an outstanding person of the highest character,” says Dr. Thomas K. Harden,
president of Clayton State. “I am extremely pleased with his appointment to the Board of
Regents. Heisaconsummate community servant, asuccessful businessman, and acommit-
ted citizen who will be agreat Regent.”

Asof 9a.m. on Friday, Aug. 15, Clayton State’s enrollment for the fall semester stood at 5,611.

That's already arecord for asingle semester, surpassing the spring 2003 mark of 5,555. Asfar asfall semestersare concerned, the current
total iswell in excessof last year’s 5,214 total — morethan 7 percent ahead of that previousfall record. With enroliments till comingin at
arate of approximately 100 an hour (asof Friday morning), Clayton State’ s al-time record enrollment may well end up closeto 6,000 by the
time the drop/add period ends next week.

Of Sacred Harp and Spivey Hall

Doc Lawrence, an expert in wine and food, theater, travel and cultural tourism, visual art,
and music, attended asummer Sacred Harp concert at Spivey Hall, and singsthe praises of
both the renowned venue and America's oldest continuing music form, Sacred Harp.

“The Sacred Harp chorus was a perfect fit for the stage in Spivey Hall’s world-acclaimed
concert auditorium,” writes Lawrence in an article about Spivey’s Sacred Harp concert.
“The music, like Spivey’s benefactors and supporters, is quintessentially Georgia and the
origins of Sacred Harp are as ancient asthefirst appearance of the pipe organ in European
churches.”

Historiansbelieve Sacred Harp mel odies originated in Europe during the Reformation, and
crossed the Atlantic with America’s early colonists. The American Revolution saw Sacred
Harp spread from New England to the South, where it found a home aongside gospel,
blues, country, bluegrass, jazz, and rock and roll.

To sing Sacred Harp, one needn’t possess a harp; so-called Sacred Harp music is sung a
cappella. Singers sit in a square formation with one singer in the center of the square. The
center singer leads the others in four-part harmony for one song. Then another singer
assumes the center of the square, and the process is repeated.

Theoldmusicformisaliveand well at Spivey Hall thanksto Gene Pinion, Spivey’soutreach
coordinator. According to Lawrence, Pinion brought the old-time Sacred Harp music to
Spivey Hall as*“part of Spivey’s unwavering commitment to music education and commu-
nity betterment.”
